Note. If the student’s response contains the target word, you can score his/her response as correct. For example, the item
shows a picture of a vacuum and the correct response is “vacuum”. The student says, “vacuum cleaner” for this item. This
response is scored as correct because the student’s response contains the target word “vacuum”.

Additional Prompts:
If student responds in the wrong language:
e  “What's the English word?”
If student labels the wrong part of a picture:
e  “Whatis this (point)?”
If student’s response reflectsa higher level of categorization (e.g., student responds “animal” for dog)
e “Whatkind?”
If student’s response reflectsalower level of categorization (e.g., student responds “golden retriever” for dog)

e “Tellmeanother word.”
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
